Minutes of GESSOSA 50th AGM Held on 31 May 2008 at the GESSOSA Room 

The meeting commenced at 3pm. 

1.   2008 Annual GESSOSA-SCHOOL Key Personnel Dialog - Programs 
At the 3rd Annual GESSOSA-School Key Personnel Dialog on Apr 30 2008, both stakeholders agree to work on three programs:   

a. Inaugural Senior Gessians Homecoming Day 
This event seeks to reach out to recent Gessians graduates in the tertiary institutions and just step into the workforce and will be held in the school. The committee pledged $2460 to finance this inaugural event. 

b. GESSOSA Homepage 
This has not been updated timely for more than three years after the resignation of Mr. Phang Meng Foon (1985), the exco member cum webmaster, to devote more time on his career. He was also the editor of GESS Pictorial History Book and has made very significant contributions in the documentation of the school’s rich heritage which is an important part of the nation’s education journey. 

As an interim measure, GESSOSA Homepage is part of the school’s and the membership application form is a standalone ‘click”. But this is grossly inadequate in the current digital age and there is a pressing need to transform the homepage into an interactive one to reach out to web-savvy younger generations of Gessians and those abroad. To this end, GESSOSA is prepared to invest in a joint project with the school to hire a professional webmaster who, at the same time, will train students in the IT and AVA CCAs. 

c. Autonomy by 2010 on GESS 125th Anniversary. 
GESSOSA is disappointed that the school doesn’t have the track record yet to apply for autonomy. However, we are glad to know that under Mr. Giam’s leadership, the school has been sustaining value-adds in the Express and Normal streams. On the back of these sustained achievements, OSA encourages Mr. Giam to apply in 2010. 
2.   Sponsorship of Sr Gessians UG Leaders in their overseas UG Trips      
Many Sr Gessians choose to serve their alma mater through the UGs and Mr. Giam initiated the tradition for GESSOSA to sponsor a portion of their overseas trip expenses to help the CCA teachers-in charge take care of the students. The sponsorship amount was $1200 in 2007.
3.   GESSOSA 50th Anniversary Dinner 
The dinner will be held on 22 Aug 2008 in the school hall. The Special Guest will be Mr. Tan Tong Hai (1978) and invitations will be extended to retired teachers, the Gan Clan, GESPS and the Inter-Alumni Group. Mr. Yong Teck Ming is appointed the chairperson for this event. Separately, a request will be made to Mr. Giam for the school’s arts and drama groups to put together entertainment items and contribute art pieces for auction to raise funds.

4.   Special Guests for School Functions

Mr. Steven Lee (1985/St John’s) and Dr Png Cheung Ann (1985/Asia Dev Bank) will be the Special Guests for the National Day and Graduation Day respectively. 

5.   GESS (Class of 1985) Scholarship Fund

Mr. Foo Meng Tong and his cohort are setting up this scholarship fund, which is expected to give away the prizes in the 2009 prize-giving ceremony.
6.   6th GESS Grad Nite
 - GESSOSA-PTA Partnership
Mr. Ng Teck Ming will represent GESSOSA in the 6th GESS Grad Nite Organizing Committee.
