At 1.30pm, parents who were present were brought around on a tour of the heritage areas in GESS by the NE Student Ambassadors. This was one item strongly recommended by the school principal in the notice of AGM sent to parents on 1 Mar 2010.

It was well received by parents and at the end of the tour the parents gave their feedback form given to them.

‘Target Setting and its Implications’ by Mr Lim Choon Beng, HOD 

Around 2.15pm, everyone present gathered at the AVA Room for a powerpoint presentation by Mr Lim Choon Beng, HOD on the topic of ‘Target Setting and its Implications’.

A questionnaire was sent to all parents on 1 Mar 10, as attachement to the notice of AGM, inviting them to raise issues of concern to them for discussion at the presentation by Mr Lim on 20 Mar 10.

Mr Lim started with the list of questions raised by the parents and addressed them one by one to clarify the points. In addition, he also explained how the school monitors each student’s progress and assists them in setting targets.

It was also noted that on a weekly basis there is a session by the name of Teacher-Pupil Interaction (TPI). During this session, the teacher and pupil meet on a one to one basis to discuss on the progress made by the respective student and also guide the individual student to set realistic targets.

Mr Lim also elaborated on the correlation between the student’s PSLE T-Score and their Sec 4 performance in the GCE O Level aggregate score, by showing some graphs to drive the point that the higher the T-Score obtained in PSLE, the smaller the aggregate score in GCE O Level . 

Mr Lim ended his presentation by showing some slides on the past performance of some students and also projections in the form of targets for some of the students who are to sit for their GCE O Level in two year’s time.

Parents were also requested to fill up the feedback form on Mr Lim’s presentation and subsequently broke off for a short tea break.
